ABOARD USS MCCLUSKY, At Sea (NNS) — USS
McClusky's (FFG 41) swift response saved thelives of 169 people
aboard two distressed vessdls in the Eastern Pacific, while on a
counter-drug deployment toU.S. Naval Forces Southern Commeand
Areaof Operations.

After receiving distress reports, the frigate heeded toward the
last known position of theclosest vessel a 30 knots (gpproximately
36 mph) toinvestigate and assist. Oncewithin 100 miles of thelast
known position, McClusky launched its helicopter to conduct a
search from the air. The pilots spotted the first vessel, TheAndrea,
and radioed to McClusky to dlose distance. The helicopter then
continued its search for the second vessel.

McClusky arrived a TheAndrea, asmall fishing vessel over-
crowded with 86 migrants, men, women and children. While
McClusky's crew was providing medica attention aboard The
Andrea, thehdicopter found thesecond vessdl, San L uis Thepilots
ingtructed San Luisto head toward the direction of McClusky.

Sen Luis, with 83 migrantsaboard, had been at seafor 15days
and had been without food and water for thelast three. In addition,
theboat wastaking onwater. McClusky provided around-the-clock
assistance for three consecutive days, atempting repairs to the
vess to prevent the flooding. The crew of McClusky continu-
oudly dewatered Sen L uis, whilea so treating the migrantsfor sun-
burns and dehydration.

New relief act provisions
protect service members

WASHINGTON (NNS) —A new law replacing the Soldiers
and Sailors Civil Relief Act (SSCRA) of 1940 will providemilitary
personnel -- especialy those deployed or called to active duty —
greater protectionsto hand etheir persona financial andlegd obliga
tions, Defense Department officiassaid here.

President Bush signed the Service Members Civil Relief Act
(SCRA) into law Dec. 19.

“The focus of the SCRA isthe same as under the SSCRA: to
provide protectionsto service memberswho have difficulty meet-
ing their persond financial and legdl obligations because of their
military service,” saidAir ForceLt. Col. Petrick Lindemann, deputy
director for legd policy in DoD’s Office of the Undersecretary of
Defensefor Personnel and Readiness.

“TheSCRA isasignificant law, becauseit clarifiesand updates
the provisionsthat existed inthe SSCRA, while adding some addi-
tiondl protections” hesaid.

“Service members on long-term deployments or caled to ac-
tive duty should not have to worry about their families in their
absence being evicted from their quarters without sufficient legal
protections,” he continued, “or that they are paying on aleased car
or apartment that they can't use, or about civil legal proceedings
they can't attend because of their deployment.

“These are some of the situations the SCRA covers so that
service members are able to devote their energies to the military
missionand thedefenseneedsof thenation, and not on civil matters
waiting for thema home,” headded.

‘What Lindemann called “a significant change” added in the
SCRA isanautomeatic 90-day stay of civil proceedingsupon appli-
cationby theservicemember. Thisappliestoall judicial and admin-
istrative hearings. In the past, according to Lindemann, stayswere
discretionary with the courts.

Vern Clark praises Sail-
ors performance and the progress they made last year, and cals
on Navy |leadersto “accelerate our advantages’ thisyear.

“Our Navy's performance in Operations Enduring Freedom
(OEF) and Iraqi Freedom (Ol F) demonstrated morethan just com-
bat excellence. It proved the value of readiness. It highlighted our
ability to exploit the vast maneuver space provided by the sea,”
Clark wrote. “It demonstrated the importance of the latest tech-
nology in surveillance and attack. Most importantly, it reaffirmed
the single greatest advantage we hold over every potentia adver-
sary: thegenius of our peoplecontributing their utmost to mission
accomplishment.”

Among themany accomplishmentsof 2003, the CNO singled
out the Navy's combat operations in OEF and OIF, improved
surgecapabilities, record recruiting and retention, alignment to Sea
Power 21, savings harvested for recapitalization, and the addi-
tional shipsand aircraft being built.

But the CNO said that successful institutions don't rest on
their laurels.

“Winning organizations never rest —they are aways on the
move!” the CNO said. “At the top of our list isto ensure we are
prepared to respond whenever the commander in chief seesaneed
for our military forces.

We created the Fleet Response Plan |ast year to
maximize our operational availability and create those options.”

Clark added that theflexibility of the Fleet Response Plan will
keep our enemies guessing and will provide the president with a
greater range of military options.

“We must continue to examine and refine the Fleet Response
Plan’straining and maintenance cyclesto make our availability the
best it should be,” Clark continued. “ Finally, we must get better at
pushing the envelope of operational art in the development of
future concepts of operation for our naval forces.”

The CNO said that while people are the Navy's most valued
asset, “manpower is never free” He said that he only wants
Sailorsfilling jobswith real content.

“As our Navy becomes more high tech, our work force will
get smaller and smarter. We will spend whatever it takesto equip
and enable our Sailors, but we do not want to spend one extra
penny for manpower we do not need.”

Thisyear, Clark said, the Navy will aso focus on delivering
the right readiness, expediting SeaWarrior, improving productiv-
ity ineverything wedo, streamlining and aligning total manpower
structure, and accelerating Sea Power 21 capabilities. Clark said
that Sea Power 21 is the roadmap for the capabilities the Navy
will bring to the fight in the future, and the Top Five prioritiesare
the Navy's “to do” list.

While change is hard, it is also necessary, and the Navy's

Red Cross and

Dental teaches
Sailors the Trade

The American Red Cross worldwide offers a
variety of programs for those wanting to get in-
volved in the community or receive training. The
Dental Assistant Training Program is one of them.

In the Dental Assistant Training Program, the
Naval Dental Clinic and the Red Cross conduct
free classes for thoseinteresting in learning dental
treatment skills. All volunteers are trained by den-
tal technicians. Volunteers|earn avariety of skills
including chair side assistant duties, assisting dur-
ing restorative procedures, performing surgical pro-
cedures and receptionist and administrative duties.
They also gain hands on dental radiology and pre-
ventive dentistry experience and other procedures.

Through this program volunteers can gain work
experience and expand their opportunitiesfor jobs
down the road, according to Cecil Goodman, Red
Cross station manager.

“The goal of the program is to provide volun-
teers to assist the dental department because of a
shortage of dental technicians,” Goodman said.
Dental training also provides volunteers with free
training that would other wise cost approximately
$7,000 in the states, according to Goodman.

Volunteers must first meet certain criteria
before being accepted into the program. They
must be at least 18 years old, a Red Cross vol-
unteer, ahigh school graduate and must commit
to a minimum of two days or 16 hours a week
for the duration of the six-month program total-
ing 300 hours.

Once applicants arereviewed by the Red Cross
and submitted to the Dental department for inter-
views. Applicants are then picked for the program.
Once the training is finished volunteers receive a
certificate stating that they have passed the train-
ing. Training can transfer to the next duty station
or into the civilian work force.

“| really enjoy being able to offer something
like this to help the community. Everybody gets
something out of it; the volunteer, the Dental
department and the community,” stated
Goodman.

All applicants will be accepted until Jan. 23.

interest rates for pre-service debits requires a reduction in monthly payments,
and that any interest in excess of 6 percent isforgiven, not deferred, Lindemann
sd.

TheSCRA asoexpanded theprotectionagaingt eviction. Under the SSCRA,
sarvicemembersand their dependentswho enteredintoaleasefor $1,200 0r less
could not be evicted without acourt order. The SCRA increased that maximum
lease amount to $2,400 and added an annudl adjustment for inflation. For 2004,
themaximumwill be$2,465. Lindemannsaid thiswill significantly increasethe
number of service members entitled to this protection.

The SCRA a0 gives the service member who has received permanent
changeof station (PCS) ordersor whoisbeing deployed for not lessthan 90 days
theright to terminate ahousing lease with 30 days’ written notice. Prior to the
SCRA, service memberscould berequired to pay for housing they wereunable
to occupy.

Oneof themoresignificant provisionsinthe SCRA that did not existinthe
SSCRA, Lindemann said, was an added protection for service members who
have motor vehicle leases. Any active-duty service member who has received
PCSorders outside the continental United States, or who is being deployed for
not lessthan 180 days, may terminate amotor vehicle lease. Thelaw prohibits
early termination charges. “Now, service memberswon't have to pay monthly
lease paymentsfor acar they can't use,” said Lindemann.

“Service members may not dways redize dl the protections they have
under thelaw,” Lindemann said. “ If service members have questions about the
SCRA or the protections that they may be entitled to, they should contact their
unitjudgeadvocateor ingtallation legal assistanceofficer for further assistance.”




New check cashing system at PSD

A new system at Naval Air Sation Sigonella (NASSIG) brings faster
turn around for the clearing of the checks you write.

The Military Paper Check Conversion (MPCC) was recently installed
inthecashier’scageat NASSI G's Personnel Support Detachment (PSD) by
Personnel Support Activity (PSA) Europe and the U.S. Treasury.

MPCC converts paper checks received into electronic debits, or elec-
tronic fund transfers (EFT), to the check writer’s account. When you cash
a check, MPCC will transfer the funds from your account to the U.S.
Treasury via EFT within 24 to 48 hours.

The system makesthingsalot quicker. “You comeinto thewindow to
cash a check, it goes through our system, we scan it and that afternoon
when we're done with our business we send it off to the treasury,” said
DKC (SW) Bob Martin, PSD disbursing officer. “ Then thetreasury inturn
will send it to thebanks. Within 48 hours of that we get areturn back saying
the check has cleared. It will clear in your account within 24 to 48 hours.”

According to thewebsite, www.pcc.gov, The system reducesthe num-
ber of dishonored checksaccepted, providesacomplete el ectronic record of
converted checks, an audit trail for each item and allows enhanced reporting
and accesstoinformation. It also reduces cost and increases security. “There's
no paper checks being mailed back and forth back to the states, so there's
the possibility of them getting lost whereas with this you don't have that
possibility,” Martin said.

The system includes a scanner and a keypad, but will be a painless
process. “Asyou comeinto thewindow, you write acheck, hand the check
into the cashier with your ID,” Martin said. “They scan the check into our
computer system, stamp on it ‘void’ and return the check back to
you...because we have a copy of it in the system now. You then get your
check back and have anice day. It's pretty smple.”

The customer needs to do nothing more than they did previously.
“There's nothing new that the customer really hasto do,” Martin said.

There are some things it won't do. “The system will not alow you to

dotwo-party checks,” Martin continued. “ You can still usetreasury checks,
bank drafts, money orders and travel checks.”
Thesystemwill makethingsmorecon-
venient on both ends. “It will be alot
easier asfar asustaking care of re-
turned checks,” Martinsaid. “It
will be alot easier for [the
customers] because
they’ll reconcile
their

bank
account alot quicker.
They're not waiting three
or four weeksfor acheck toclear
fromPSD.”

Becauseof this, customersmust make surethey havethesufficient fundsin
their account beforecashing acheck.

The system will not involve the Commissary or the Navy Exchange, but
will indudethe Combined Bachelor Quarters(CBQ), Bachelor Enlisted Quarters
(BEQ), Housing, thehospital, and the Base Communication Office. “It may teke
acouple additiona days because they pay the hill at the phone company, then
they bring usthe check and we runiit through the system,” Martin said.

“It'swhat we call apull-out program where kids are pulled out of their regular
classes for about three 45-minute sessions a week,” said Mary Deschamp,

SDES gifted education resource teacher.

Deschamp said this is the first year Sigonella has participated in the pro-
gram, whichisrun by theArtifact Box Exchange Servicein Illinoisand has been
around for some 15 years. “All over the country there are different people that
send Artifact Boxesto Illinois,” said Elise Kuchenbecker, afifth grade student.

“They switch them around and send them all over the place. Then we have to
guess where they’re from and then send them back to that place.”

First, the class gathers clues of their own to send to another participating
school. “They have state cluesand they have city clues,” said Deschamp. “ Some
even goalittlemorefinitethan that. When we gave the Sigonellaones, wehad a
big debate about whether we should be the base, because we're Americans in
Italy, or should we be the nearest town Motta. We think [the school who
receives Sigonella’'s box] is going to have a big challenge. For some clues we
included some from both areas.”

The 25 clues tt eed to be included can be such things as weather fore-
casts, local vegetation, maps, local advertisements and even famous people who
havelived or arelivingin thearea. They also complete an accompanying sugges-
tion for an appropriate reference so the receiving school can get agood start.

Getting out and finding cluesin Sicily was agreat way for thekidsto learn about Italian culture. “We're
kind of foreignerstoo,” Deschamp said. “[It'sa] moreimportant activity herefor that reason.
